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Abstract: The “Greater Paris Plan” is not simply a
project of the urban development, but a metropolis
which questions and rethinks about the future
urban development pattern after a period of intense
urbanization. By interpreting the meaning of the 10
keywords of the Plan, this paper tries to explore the
signification of this “Plan” by multiples points of
view, the historical issue of the “Greater Paris” ,
the socio~economic and the political background,
the currently physical production of the urban
space, the globalization as well as the sustainable
development, etc., and to think about the extended
realm of the urbanism research under the trend of the
