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Discussion on the Problem of Urban Renewal of Historic Districts in Taiwan

Abstract: Since the implementation of urban renewal in Taiwan many issues faced by historic districts con-
tinue to emerge many aged urban centers and deteriorated areas now require to renewal. The fact that both the ur—
ban renewal and cultural property preservation aspects must be considered in the regeneration of historic districts
make urban renewal projects highly complex. It is a difficult yet essential task to consider the necessary changes to
fulfill the requirements of modern cities whilst bearing in mind cultural property preservation. The author reviews
the conservation and renewal of the experience of various countries to find the commonalities between the two and
reviews the current problems in Taiwan.
