The archives of Paris Library School collected by the University of Illinois at Urbana—Champaign

in the United States are an important historical material that examines the origin of the internationalization of American

libraries after the First World War. On the whole, the contents of this set of archives are characterized by complete-

ness, authority, and diversity, which can not only effectively fill many cognitive gaps in the academic community re-

garding Paris Library School, but also help correct the cognitive bias of the intellectual community regarding the na-

ture of Paris Library School. Similarly, with the rise of transnational history research, this set of archives undoubt-

edly has important academic value for further understanding the academic history of the International Office of Ameri-

can Library, enriching and expanding the research on the overseas education history of American libraries.
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
