The Rural Educational Philosophy of Wendell Berry

Abstract In the context that rural schools facing increasing urbanization and industrialization, Berry advo-
cates that rural educational philosophy should return to local focus. He maintains that the purpose of rural educa-
tion should foster the wellbeing of individuals, communities, and ecological systems, and the primary task of rural
schools must be reoriented towards an emphasis on the cultivation of students' judgment and to construct demo—
cratic rural community.
