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Haze Governance Experience of London and the Enlightenments

Abstract: London smog event occurred in 1952 generated a lot of impact on public health, life and work. Since then, the UK government began
improving relevant legal system, strengthening public participation and developing economic means to build a flexible haze governance model with
distinct characteristics, thus effectively controlled the spread of its contamination. In this paper, the haze governance in the UK was briefly
overviewed. The environmental governance experience in the UK was also summarized as a collaborative participation mechanism which involves
the government, the public and business. For the current air pollution condition, the paper proposed that we should improve the total air pollution
control standards, establish public environmental interest litigation system, improve the comprehensive utilization system of coal and electricity
and set up thermal power social responsibility platform as the policy implications.
