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development twice. The first development occurred in Germany by which formed finally the
prosecutorial systems taking power control as the essential. The second one occurred in former Soviet
Union and China.

Our legal supervision system not only comprehensively drew the reasonable factor in
prosecutorial systems of power control, but also developed the prosecutorial systems of power control
once again by the legal supervision system, by which the prosecutorial systems taking legal
supervision as the essence in China includes “the state power dual controls” and “the objective and fair
duty” in continent legal system’s prosecutorial system, and is forming one more comprehensive and
more multiple authority control mechanism.
