The Development of New York State Prisons .

A Historic Consideration of Prisoners’ Psychotherapy

Abstract ;: The New York State Prison system plays a pivotal part in the U.S. judicial system, not only because it was estab-

lished earlier, but also, more importantly, because of the seminal and exemplary role it plays in jail and court services. The

mental status examinations on incoming inmates have been required in one form or another since Correction Law was passed in

1929. Henceforth, the system has made more attempts, for example, to build a series of correction evaluation systems, to im-

prove correction facilities, and to provide psychological guidance and medical assistance for inmates. Most of the attempts have

been successful. The psychotherapy projects and vast numbers of services offered by Joint Commission on Accreditation of

Health Care Organizations contribute to the sufficient psychotherapy assistance.
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
