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Abstract: The paper summarizes the development
condition and historical reforms of Paris region and
analyses the historical background, the goals, the
contents, the measures taken by government and the
experiences and lessons of the plan of Paris region in
the different historical stages. The idea of the plan
experienced a great change in 1965 with the guidance
from restraining to rational development. Generally,
the plans of Paris region are proved to be successful.
They not only realized the rational layout of the whole
Paris region through controlling the over-expansion
of central Paris, but also solved many problems
plaguing the city through the change from thinking
the single factors, such as the heavy transportation,
housing problem to the overall thinking, including the
coordinated development of society, economy, culture
and nature. However, how to speed up the implement
of these plans is also a big problem faced to the
government.
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
