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The Development of the Regional Expressed Railway in
Paris
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Abstract The paper introduces the development of the re-
gional expressed railway (RER) in Paris, and puts emphasis
on the progress of its construction from 1965 to 1995. With
full use of existing railroad service, RER began to lay new un-
derground lines in urban district at the same time. It makes it
possible for people to cross through the whole Paris at a very
short time, but also arrive at downtown from suburban with-
out transfer. This is convenient for people to transfer from
the metro line of RATP to the suburban railway of SNCF at
the same platform. Paris has developed its network of A,B,C
and D lines so far.
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
