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Abstract: Based on a literature review of various reports
on Low Emission Zone LEZ scheme in greater London, the
background on the implementation of LEZ is summarized
briefly . Then the detailed information of LEZ is introduced
such as the time and area of its operation, discounts and
exemptions, registration, and penalty charges, etc. In
addition, the impact assessment of LEZ from the viewpoints
of sustainable development, environment, health, equity
and economy are outlined in brief. Furthermore, some
aspects are discussed i.e. the public policy making
under the viewpoint of urban health; the synergism of
administrative measures and economic leverages , the key
role of public participation, the feasibility and stability of
public policy.
