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Abstract: The creative field is a special Regional Innovation Network that is based on its culture
characteristic. Cities become the main node and both internal and external causes are influence factors in
researching the creative field development. This paper chose the creative city——London as an example,
analyzed its development tendency and development motivation from internal and external aspects. It
is clear that financial support from the government, joint training of college and enterprise institutions,
creative environment for public voice through festival activities are effective ways to share creative
information. Moreover, it can also extend cyberspace of the field. Therefore, at the stage of creative field
form and developement, it is of great importance to pay attention to the integration of global resources as
well as the endogenous effect of local factors. The government, colleges and universities, institutions, and
culture media should play key roles in the creative field and only in this way can the field play better effect.
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
