In
the analysis of the intrinsic essential characteristics and social origins of consumption alienation in art, the school ad-
heres to a consistent main clue, and extends in three dimensions of consumption alienation in art. The first is based on
the humanistic dimension, which explains that the consumption alienation in art has influenced the rational thinking
and judgment of the public’s self—consciousness; the second analyzes the artistic dimension, exploring the manipulation

From the three dimensions a-
bove, the Frankfurt School’s approach from a microscopic perspective on the art consumption by the masses to a mac-
roscopic perspective on artistic ecology is reflected. In addition, the connotation of the profound influence of capitalist
society on human aesthetic and artistic values and consumption patterns is also clarified by the analysis on the roots of
consumption alienation, the connection behind it and its inevitable direction. The critique is very different from the
critique of pure reason in the Kantian sense of the word, and not only shows the academic attitude of historical materi-
alism that adheres to Marxism, but also is based on the realistic foundation of the development of contemporary art,
which fully highlights the Frankfurt School’s new field of vision in its realistic criticism of the consumption alienation
in art.
