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The Reform on the Enrollment System of High
School in New York City

Abstract; New York City has a long history for Choice of High School. In 2004 ,New
York City implemented a new high school enrollment system,requiring students to
choose 12 high school programs from nearly 700 high school programs. High school
programs enrolled students through one of six admissions methods,including Screened,
Unscreened, Limited Unscreened, Zoned, Audition,and Educational Option. Studies
have shown that the new system is limited in its success in integrating students by race,
ability ,and socioeconomic status so as to go beyond what students have experienced in
earlier years of schooling.
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
